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Great Lakes fish are an important cultural and nutritional resource in our tribal communities, but information about the safe consumption of fish can be confusing and contradictory.  We are working to make it easier for community members to make informed and healthy decisions about eating fish with a new website and mobile phone app.
Native adults (18 and older) are eligible to participate in focus groups to help improve the sharing of information about eating fish for nutrition and health. 
Participants will be compensated for their time with a $25 gift card for Walmart.
Focus groups led by the Inter-Tribal Council of Michigan will take place in Spring 2016.
