Survey Protocol Summary
FY 2019

Pretest – Before the start of the Program
Bolded text can be read aloud to youth.

1. Before beginning the We R Native Program, hand out one survey packet to every youth participating in the evaluation (ages 12-19). 

2. Say to youth: “Open your survey packet and take out the blue and green surveys. The surveys in this packet ask you questions about things that may affect your health, like relationships you’ve had, decisions you’ve made, and your background. Your honest feedback is important. You can leave any question that you are not comfortable answering blank. Your responses will be kept confidential (meaning they will not be shared with other youth, parents or program leaders). For the surveys to remain confidential, do not write your name anywhere on any of the surveys.

Please complete the surveys that have “Participant Entry Survey” and “Pretest” on them [they are the blue and green surveys]. You will complete the other surveys [the yellow and white surveys] at the end of the program.”

3. When the entry surveys/pretests have been completed, say to the youth:
“Please put your completed blue and green surveys back into the envelope with the yellow and white surveys and seal it. Please write your name neatly on the back of the envelope over the seal. We need to be able to read the name on the envelope to give it back to the correct person so they can complete their surveys at the end of the program.”

4. After youth have written their names on the back of their envelopes, have them place their envelope into a folder at the front of the room or use a rubber band to keep the survey packets together. 

5. Say to the youth: “Your envelope will not be opened by anyone until you open your own envelope at the end of the program. Thank you for completing these surveys!”   

6. Once all youth have provided the point person with a sealed youth survey envelope, store the sealed envelopes in a locked filing cabinet at the designated point person’s office



Post Test – Following Last Session of the Program
Remember to bring the sealed youth survey envelopes and blank post-program/exit survey packets to the last programming session.     
Bolded text can be read aloud to youth.   

7. Following the last session of the program, pass back the sealed youth survey envelopes to the youth participants using the name written on the envelope. For youth who did not have a sealed envelope, provide them with a posttest/exit survey packet. 

8. Give all youth participants 2 empty envelopes, one with “B/Y” written on it and one with a “G/W”. These two envelopes will be used to collect the completed surveys.

9. Say to youth: “Please open your survey packet and take out the completed blue and green survey and the blank yellow and white survey. Rip up the envelope that has your name on it.”

10. Say to youth: The surveys in this packet ask you questions about things that may affect your health, like relationships you’ve had, decisions you’ve made, and your background. Your honest feedback is important. You can leave any question that you are not comfortable answering blank. Your responses will be kept confidential (meaning they will not be shared with other youth, parents or program leaders). For the surveys to remain confidential, do not write your name anywhere on any of the surveys. Please complete the surveys that have “Participant Exit Survey” and “Posttest” on them [they are the yellow and white survey packet].”

11. When everyone has completed their exit survey/posttest, say to the youth: “Please separate your surveys into two groups. The first group of surveys are the green and white survey, and the second group are your blue and yellow surveys. Take the blue and yellow surveys and place them in the envelope with a “B/Y” written on it. Take the green and white surveys and place them in the envelope with a “G/W” written on it. Seal both of your envelopes. Do not write your name on these envelopes.”
 
“Please put the “G/W” envelope in this large postage marked envelope. You can throw away the ripped up envelope that has your name written on the back of it. You can give me the envelopes with “B/Y” on them.”

12. [bookmark: _GoBack]Mail the large postage marked envelope with green and white surveys to Allison Morey at MPHI. Enter the “B/Y” federal surveys into the Federal Survey Qualtrics link that MPHI provided. Store the federal entry and exit surveys (blue and yellow surveys) at the designated point person’s office.
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
